Help At Home:

Reading:  Text features include all the components of a non-fiction article or book that are not the main body of text. These include the table of contents, index, glossary, headings, bold words, sidebars, pictures and captions, and labeled diagrams.  Have your child identify a variety of text features in the non-fiction books they are reading and ask them how these text features help them as a reader.  Also ask them what they can learn from a caption or diagram.
Math:  As we begin adding 2-digit numbers, the strategies we are practicing in class include: Base Ten Drawings, Counting On (Using Base Ten Drawings or a Number Line), and Expanded Method.  Our goal in 2nd grade is that students will be able to solve problems using a variety of strategies.  Ask your child to solve 35 + 42 using one of the above mentioned strategies.

A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – The students are growing knowledge across books.  As they read books on the same topic, they are noticing parts that go together and adding to what they know about a topic.
· Writing – The students are writing biographies about someone special in their lives.
· Math – We are working on adding numbers to 100 using a variety of strategies.
· Science – The students learned about how we hear.
