Help At Home:

Reading:  Encourage your child to practice their non-fiction skills outside of the academic setting. One fun way you can do this is to have your child research and report on a subject that they are passionate about. Go to the library or look online to gather information, and then work together to create an informative collage, magazine article, or “Expert Book” on their chosen topic.
Math:  Have your child teach you to solve a story problem using the WISE model.  Also, have them share different strategies for solving a problem.  The strategies we are practicing in class include: Base Ten Drawings, Counting On (Using Base Ten Drawings or a Number Line), and Expanded Method. Our goal in 2nd grade is that students will be able to solve problems using a variety of strategies.  Ask your child to solve the following story problem using the WISE model:  Ms. Avent’s class collected 55 Box Tops and Ms. Allen’s class collected 39 Box Tops.  How many Box Tops did they collect altogether? Have them “teach” you the strategy they used to solve and see if they can solve it using a 2nd strategy.
A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – The students are working on a culminating poster project as we wrap-up our non-fiction unit.
· Writing – The students are finishing their biographies and expert books.  They presented their timelines today.
· Math – We are working on adding numbers to 100 using a variety of strategies.  We are also using WISE to solve 2-digit result unknown (finding a total) story problems.
· Social Studies – The students are creating maps.
