A few tidbits of information for you:

►Reading /Literacy – Readers learned that noticing beginnings and endings in words can be helpful when decoding tricky words.  Readers also pay attention to tricky vowel teams and are flexible when they read (For example: “ea” can make two different sounds like in ‘beach’ and ‘head’). Finally, readers use context clues to figure out the meaning of a tricky word.
►Writing – Writers learned to write a “Grabbing Beginning” by including a sound, action, dialogue, or exclamation.  They also learned that writers reread their stories and ask, “Does my story make sense and sound right?”  As they reread, they also check for correct spelling and punctuation
►Math – Mathematicians learned about the equal sign and how to balance equations. They also practiced using a number line to solve addition equations. Ask your child: What does the equal sign mean? (The same value as)
►Social Studies- We continued learning about “Communities.”  
►Science – We described the properties of solids, liquids, and gases.  Ask your child:  How do scientists use their 5 senses to describe the properties of Solids, Liquids, and Gases.
