A few tidbits of information for you:

►Reading /Literacy – Students continued to work on building their stamina during silent reading time as they 

practiced reading more and more.  We reached 30 minutes of reading!  Students are also learning

strategies to “Tackle Tricky Words.” Some of the strategies include:  looking through a word part-by-part, look for a

word inside a more difficult word, look for a vowel team and think about the sound that makes sense.
Ask your child:  What strategies have you used to “tackle” tricky words?  Are you remembering to “Stop and Jot” as you read?
►Writing – Students are learning to describe setting, use strong verbs, and add dialogue and dialogue tags to help readers visualize the events in their “small moment” stories.  They also learned to write an “Excellent Ending.” Ask your child:  What “small moment” story are you working on and how did you help your reader visualize your story events?  What do writers do to make sure they have an “Excellent Ending?”
►Math – We continued to explore Odd and Even numbers and practiced fluently adding within 20 using a number line and the “Make a Ten” strategy.  Ask your child: How can you prove that a number is Odd or Even? How can you use the “Make a Ten” strategy to solve 6 + 8?
►Social Studies- We continued learning about “Communities.”  Ask your child:  What are the characteristics of a community?
►Science – We started learning about solids, liquids, and gases.  Ask your child:  What are some examples of solids, liquids, and gases?  How are liquids and gases alike?
