Help At Home:

· Reading: Good readers are active readers. When your child has a hard time understanding what they’re reading, instruction can help. 
Here are some strategies to try:

1.     Make Connections: Connect what the child is reading to what they already know.

2.     Ask Questions: Asking questions will encourage your child to find clues in the text as they read

3.     Create “Mind Movies”: Creating a visual will bring the text alive.

4.     Make Inferences: Help your child make predictions about the text

5.     Figure Out What’s Important: Retelling the most important parts

6.     Monitor Comprehension: Remind your child to check for understanding as they read

· Math: Give your child place value riddles to solve! Often students easily solve straight forward riddles like: I have 1 hundred, 4 tens, and 3 ones. What number am I?  However, have them stretch their thinking by solving more tricky riddles like: I have 16 tens, and 4 ones. What number am I?  Contact me, if you would like more examples!! 
A few tidbits of information for you:

►Reading - Last week, we launched our non-fiction unit!  Readers are noticing details, asking questions, and

thinking about what the author wants us to learn.

►Writing – We wrote letters to veterans and launched our non-fiction writing unit!  Writers started creating 

“expert books” and used engaging non-fiction mentor texts to notice and try writing moves.
►Math – We wrote 3-digit numbers using standard form, expanded form, word form, and base 10 

drawings.  We also practiced using <,>, and = to compare 3 digit numbers and skip counting by 5’s and 10’s.
►Science – We read about the life cycle of a pumpkin and learned about how pumpkins change when they rot.
