Help At Home:

Literacy:  As students read non-fiction books, they are taking in a lot of new information.  Sometimes readers run into keywords that are defined within the text.  Remind your reader to use the words around a keyword to “figure out” what it means. After reading a certain chapter or section of a non-fiction book, ask your reader, “What is the author teaching me in this part of the book?”  Also, ask them to find new information in a second book about a topic that they may not have learned when reading the first book on the same topic. 

Math:  Give your child place value riddles to solve! Often students easily solve straight forward riddles like: I have 1 hundred, 4 tens, and 3 ones. What number am I?  However, have them stretch their thinking by solving more tricky riddles like: I have 16 tens, and 4 ones. What number am I?  Contact me, if you would like more examples!! 
A few tidbits of information for you:

►Reading – Readers are growing their knowledge across books.  They are noticing parts of each book that 

go together (Ex: My first book has a chapter about….and my second book does too!).  Readers are also adding on 

to their knowledge as they read multiple books on the same topic (Ex: In my first book, I learned…..Now, my 
second book taught me…..)

►Writing – We are writing non-fiction “expert books.”  Students thought about their audience and added 

descriptive words and  comparisons to their non-fiction books that help the reader visualize and fully understand 
their topic.
►Math – We are still practicing Place Value with 3-digit numbers.  Students practiced decomposing a hundred into 
10 tens and wrote 3-digit numbers in different ways (539 = 5 hundreds 3 tens 9 ones OR 53 tens and 9 ones).  We 

also practiced 10 more, 10 less, 100 more, and 100 less from any given 3-digit number. 
Ask your child: Can you show me 469 using only tens and ones?
