Help At Home:

Finding Important Story Elements:  Determining what’s important in a story is essential to reading comprehension. When you read a story with your child keep track of the main characters, setting, and problem/solution of the story. Students should also be able to retell the beginning, middle, and end of the book with a focus on big events.  Practice these skills with your child as they read the Fairy Tales they checked out from the library.

Math:  Skip counting is a great foundation for multiplication. Take turns counting by 2s, 5s, and 10s with your child from any number. As they become proficient, see how high they can count by numbers like 7, 12 or 15.

A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – We read 2 versions of a Fairy Tale and noticed the ways they were alike and different.  
· Writing – Students are bringing their Fairy Tale characters to life by making their characters move and speak. They are also describing their characters feelings and thoughts.  Students are also planning their “happy ending!”  Ask your child, “Who are the characters in your Fairy Tale?” and “What lesson is your main character going to learn?”
· Math – We are solving story problems using WISE as we practice adding and subtracting 2-digit numbers using a variety of strategies.  We also used these strategies to find partners of 100 on our 100th day!
· Social Studies – Students are learning about famous African Americans in history.
