Math:  The open number line is an effective tool for students to use when solving addition and subtraction problems.  Students should practice making jumps of 10 by decomposing the smaller addend (e.g. 79+33 = 79+10+10+10+3) and jumping to a friendly number first, then adding the remaining tens and ones  (e.g. 79+33 = 79+1+20+10+2).  As students practice these skills, they learn to be flexible and efficient thinkers, as well as accurate problem solvers.  Your child may visit the site below to practice using the number line.

A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – We continued reading 2 versions of a Fairy Tale and noticed the ways they were alike and different.  Ask your child: What fairy tales did you read this week? Which was your favorite and why?

· Writing – Writers finished their Fairy Tales and shared their stories with their writing partners.  They will also “publish” by recording and posting their stories onto See Saw.  Watch for your child’s writing to post!
· Math – We solved change unknown subtraction story problems using WISE with a variety of strategies.  A strategies “cheat sheet” for parents is enclosed in your child’s Friday Folder.  Ask your child: What is your favorite strategy for addition? For subtraction? Can you show me and explain to me the strategy you use most often?
· Social Studies – Students read about Mt. Rushmore and Abraham Lincoln in honor of President’s Day!
