Help At Home:

Reading:  Readers notice that important events in a story influence the character’s feelings and may cause their feelings to change.  When that happens, the reader should change the way the story is read by making their voice match the character’s feelings.  While reading together, ask your child to locate some places where their character has a strong emotion and practice reading that part in a voice that matches the character’s feelings.  
Math:  Please find information on the WISE model and addition/subtraction strategies that we use in class to solve story problems.  Ask your child to “teach” you how to use the WISE model to solve the following problems:
Ms. Avent had some flowers growing in her garden.  35 more flowers sprouted in her garden.  Now she has 77 flowers growing in her garden.  How many flowers were growing in her garden to begin with?

LES had 26 students in the cafeteria.  Some more students came in at noon.  Now there are 69 students in the cafeteria.  How many students came in at noon?

A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – Students are reading Fairy Tales and are identifying the main character’s traits by thinking about how the character behaves. Students are also thinking about the lessons that each Fairy Tale teaches.
· Writing – Students planned and started writing Fairy Tales of their own.
· Math – We are solving story problems using WISE as we practice adding and subtracting 2-digit numbers using a variety of strategies.  
· Science – We started our unit on Weather and learned that temperature, air pressure, moisture, and wind are the things that make up the Weather.
