Help At Home:  
Literacy:  Students that are good at monitoring their comprehension also know when they understand what they read and when they do not. They have strategies to "fix" problems in their understanding as the problems arise.  Allow your child to record themselves reading aloud a page of text from a book to identify errors in their reading.  After listening to the recording, let them reread to “fix” the errors and improve their fluency.  Encourage them to add expression as they become more fluent with practice.

Math:  Continue to practice counting by 10’s and 100’s from any number.  This will help students as they are counting on to solve math problems in class using base-ten models or a number line.  This practice can be done “on the go” in the car or at the kitchen table while you are preparing dinner.
A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – We are so excited about starting our “Series Book Clubs” unit. Readers collected information about the “stars” in their series books.   *Ask your child: What series book are you reading? What do you know about your character so far?  Readers noticed how characters react to problems in series books. *Ask your child while reading together: How did the character react to this problem? What does that tell you about them?  Readers also noticed similarities in different books within the same series book. (Ex: Horrible Harry always gets in trouble,  Jack often worries about missions, and Annie often gets into trouble when trying to help others) 
· Writing – We observed things from nature with a poet’s eyes.  *Ask your child: How does a poet see regular things differently?
· Math – We are wrapping up our unit on adding and subtracting 3-digit numbers using a variety of strategies.  We also reviewed adding a string of 2-digit numbers.  *Ask your child:  What strategy do you prefer when adding or subtracting 3-digit numbers? *Show me how you would solve 612 – 356.
· Social Studies – Students continued a research project to showcase their learning about influential women in history.  Ask your child:  What woman did you research?  What made her famous or important in history?
· Science – Students finished a project on Oviparous Animals.  *Ask your child:  What is an oviparous animal? What oviparous animal did you learn about?
