Please remind your child to refer back to and use the text when answering oral and written questions after reading. As your child reads at home, ask them questions and encourage them to support their responses with several details from the text.

Help At Home:  
Literacy:  Enjoy bedtime stories – Read with your kids at bedtime as often as you can. Even though your 2nd graders are becoming independent readers, modeling fluent reading with expression is still worthwhile and important.  It’s also a great way to end the day and to spend valuable time with your child.
Math:  Comprehending a Story Problem

As your child attempts to solve a story problem, they should first read the problem carefully.  Next, they should think about the characters and setting of the problem.  They may begin by asking themselves, “What do I know?” and “What do I need to know?”  They should also think about what is happening in the problem and ask themselves, “Is my number getting smaller or bigger based on the action in the problem?”  “Am I finding the total or a partner?”  If your child doesn’t comprehend the story problem, it will be difficult to solve.  Often talking through the information helps.  Rereading the problem is also beneficial.

A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – Readers continued to work with their “Series Partners” and “Series Book Clubs” to become experts on Author’s Craft.  Readers learned that authors paint pictures with words and found examples in their Series books.  They also learned that authors use precise words to create really clear pictures in the reader’s mind.  Ask your child:  How does an author paint a picture with words? (By describing the setting, using sound words, describing small actions, and including lots of dialogue)  Can you show me some examples in the book that you are reading?
· Writing – Poets chose topics that give them a big feeling and thought about small moments or details that HOLD that big feeling when planning their poems.  Poets also edited their poems using spelling strategies to fix up their spelling in the poems they’ve written.  
· Math – Mathematicians measured items using inches and centimeters.  They also solved measurement story problems using WISE. Ask your child to teach you to solve the following problem using WISE:  A building is 60 meters tall. A tree near the building is 12 meters tall.  How much taller is the building than the tree?
· Social Studies – Students learned about goods and services.
· Science – Our caterpillars entered the pupae stage, so we moved them into our pavilion. We are excited 
about the arrival of our butterflies.
