Help At Home:  
Literacy:  More reading time and less TV time: Studies show that children are exposed to a larger variety of words in children’s books that are read to them than from what they hear on TV. Remember that anything you read to your child will increase their vocabulary much more than dialogue heard on television. Also, remember that your child’s listening vocabulary is much larger than their reading vocabulary. When you read books that are engaging, both reading and writing vocabularies increase. If your child hears a word used before in context, when it’s presented in the classroom they will be able to recognize it with greater understanding.
Math:  Math Fact Fluency: Visit the link below for some printable games that promote Math Fact Fluency. Please be reminded that second graders are expected to fluently know their facts to 20 before entering 3rd grade. This link also provides many interesting articles about Math Fact Fluency. A few tidbits of information for you:

· Reading /Literacy – Readers are asking “Why?” when a main character does something.  (For example, why is Frog so patient with Toad?  Because he doesn’t give up easily, and he tries and tries.)  Readers are also using what they know about the characters and their personalities to make predictions as they read.  Finally, readers are collecting information about the relationships that different characters have with one another. 
· Writing – Writers are reading and writing poetry like a poet.  We also experimented with line breaks to give our poems music.
· Math – We started our Measurement unit (inches, feet, yards, centimeters, meters) but continued practicing 3-digit subtractions strategies with regrouping.  We also reviewed finding 10 more, 10 less, 100 more, 100 less mentally.  Please encourage your child to continue practicing adding/subtracting within 1,000 at home.  We will continue to solve word problems with Measurement to give students more practice.
· Science – Our caterpillars arrived!  We are observing the caterpillars and recording our findings in our Life Cycle journals.
