Our Field Trip to the Greensboro Science Museum is scheduled for Monday, November 5th.  The trip costs $45 as we will charter a bus for our transportation.  This trip will require parental transportation to and from school since we leave before school starts and return after school ends.  Please return permission slips and money by Oct. 1st.  The school nurse needs to review the permission slips 30 days prior to our trip.  If your child’s permission slip is not returned by Oct. 1st, it could prevent them from joining us.  We welcome WCPSS approved parent chaperones on this trip.  Please be reminded that parents need to renew their volunteer status each year. A few tidbits of information for you:

►Reading /Literacy – We practiced taking a “grown-up” sneak peek.  Readers also decided how a book wants to be read and practiced scooping up words into longer phrases and smoothing out their reading when it gets bumpy. This means going back to the beginning of a sentence and rereading it smoothly to ensure the reader understands what is happening. Ask your child:  What do readers do when they take a “grown-up” sneak peek? (Look at the front cover, back blurb, and table of contents) How does that help you know how a book wants to be read?  
►Writing – Students are learning to plan “small moment” stories and bring their “small moment” stories to life.  Writers are unfreezing their story characters by making them speak and move. Ask your child:  What “small moment” story are you working on and how did you unfreeze your characters?
►Math – Students wrote stories and illustrated a class book “7 Ways to Get to 20” after creating equations with

more than two addends within 20. (10+3+5+2=20)  They also explored Odd and Even numbers and practiced 

facts within 20 while playing a game called “Fluency Fun.”  Ask your child:  What mental strategies help you 
solve a basic fact like 6+5 or 9+3?
►Social Studies- We started our “Community” unit.  Ask your child:  What is a community?  What might you find in a community?
►Science – We learned about the Scientific Method today, and we will begin our unit on Matter next week.  Ask your child:  How do scientist use the Scientific Method?
